Jami Omar will be awarding four (4) post-secondary scholarships for the 2007/2008 academic year. Each award 
will be for $1,000. These will go to the top ranked students as decided by the Selection Committee. 
 
Criteria 

 
The scholarships are based on the following criteria: 
 

• Academic performance 

• Financial need 

• Religious studies 

• Community service 
 
Areas of Study 

 
Any acceptable Ottawa area college or university program leading to a diploma or degree is eligible. 
Acceptability is determined by the Selection Committee. 
 
Eligibility 

 
Any youth who is pursuing a full-time first degree or diploma whose family income (total income of both 
parents of the applicant) is less than $50,000 in each of the previous two (2) years. Immediate family members 
of the Selection Committee or Jami Omar Shura are not eligible for these awards.

Attach: 

• A transcript of marks for the current and previous year of study (2005/2006 and 2006/2007). 

• A copy of both parents Notice of Assessment for the previous two (2) taxation years (2005 and 
2006). 

• Proof of acceptance into the course of study this application is for.
